IRISH NEED NOT APPLY

Fact 1 = In November, 1974 amédst an intense pariod of British
anti-irigh hysieria, caused by a seres of IRA pub bombings, four
young people, three of whom wene Belfast bormn, were arrestad
lor the bombing of 8 Guilford, England pub. Tha bombing
campaign didnt end, bul nstead continued without irdesrupion
until late 1875

Fact 2 — In Decembser 1975, lour members of an IRA Active
Service Unit ware arrasted. Three of these men confessed that
they and not the four arrested the prévious year and now con-
victed, ware reaponaible for the Guilford bombing. After this
arrest the bombings came [o an abrupt siop

Fact 3 — As of 1oday, soma nine years later, the four arresied
in November of 1974 are still i prison.

The four, Patrick Armstrong, Gesry Conlon, Paul Hili and
Carole Richardson were comactad on the basis of the main
prosecution evidence, thear own confessions which they all said
wereg oherced and which were all repudiated in court.

Armstrong, born in Belfast, and Richardson, his English girl-
friand, did not fif the normal characteristics of an IRA bomber
They shared an apariment and wens known dreg users. The
apartment was raided three limes by police in the three manths
betore their arrest. Each time the two gave thair cormact names
and did not change residences, On another occasion, two
wewrkends after the Guillord puly bomibing, Richardson was as-
shulted. Armstrong called the palice and they wess both inter
vilwed about the incident. Both gave thesr names and addresses

Richardson had & cast-iron alibi, Although she had initialky
ioid police she could not remember where she was on the night
of the bombing, probably due to drug use, several witnasses
appeared and placed hes at a desco. Within 45 minutes of 1he
explosion she was seen at the disco by four ingepandent wi-
regses. Faced with this evidence the prosacution did not dis-
pute it, but instead relied on police evidance thal tney had been
sbke to drive a police car from Guitford 1o the disco in 48 minutes
Tiws time is considered an amazing feat.

At ane poinl e prosecution fhaat 1he IFLA had gons
o the trouble of setting up &n alibi for Richardson. One would
have to wonder why the IRA didrl do the same for the othars.
Also, upan her arrest why did Richardson make no anempt ko
offer an alibt. It only cami io light as a result of witnesses coming
forsard some time later. Both of these points were put to the
jury, but they made N IMpression

Hill and Condon ware mora likely candidates for bombers. Both
had been involvad with the Provg's. Hill had apparently fallen
out with the IRA who suspected him of informing on them. He

In fact, the bombing ol a
pub at Caterham in August, 1975 was almost a carbon copy of
the Guilford bomibing.

The bombings stopped abruptly in December of 1975 when
four rembers of an IAA Active Service unit were arrested. (hree
of which confessed responsibility for the Guillord bombsng.

From Servanis To Freemen

A 5ervant was a transportad person whise passage was paid
by a proprietor “freeman”. The average amount of land given to
PrOpreions oF (persons paying their own passage) in malniand
colonies was 50-150 acres and they were given an additional
50-100 acres per servant whose passage they paid. McCormac
Said (P Sarvants had been transporied. not becayse the prope-
eiors cared for their labor bul a3 & means of oblaining grants
of land. Generally, servants labored with their hands. These
included farmers, artisans, buillders, laborers, husbandmen,
merchamscs, fraders and even manufactsrers and schook
rrasiirs. In early iomid-1TRth century, servanis outnumbened Tnsg-
man by as many as & to 1. Later, freemen outnumibered servants
because most freemen had been servants that served thair
termg. Aorerage terms of indenture of ware &7 years, While ser-
vants, mosl were mistréated. Upon comphation of servitude,
servanis became freemen and many became landcwners.

The wast amount of Irsh who came to the colonies were of
the laboring class. Many Irishmen of substance (who un-
doubtedly concealed thew valuables from the English) also
came, applied for and received tracts of land. In time, as recorded
desds clearfy show, these tracts wene divided into farms which
in many instances ware bowght and settled by Irish families.

Presence Of irish Colonists In America

Actording to Hakiuyt, Sir Richard Greemville's sacond voyage
o America in 1585 established the first English colony in
America. The list of colonists landing at Roanoke Island con-
iaing 18 Irish names. Hakluyt said Sir Walter Raleigh was
empowsned by his charter of Mar. 27, 1585 to apportion his land
in Amanca amaong the English and Irish coloniste. His shaps werns
manned largedy by irsh salors. Nesl| nelates that in London, 16822,
Raw. Copaland, referring to the great excdus from Ireland said
“ireland has ahways bedn & hive from which Amenca has denved
sturdy bewers of wood to subdus the forests” Hotten lists 1,252
peopie Iving in Vinginia on Fab. 18, 1623; 450 have Irsh names.
Winthinop, the First Governor of Massachusatts, st “the names
@l such as desire o be made freemen” from 1630-1648; this list
containg 138 Irish names. Bruce said in Virginia during the
16505, Irish patronymics ane obaensed to be extremsly numer-
ous in iists of hexad rights entared in land patents. OBrien counted
4 hisndmad krish landownars in Virginda prior fo 1688 from land
office records in Richmond, The S.C. Historical-Genealogical
Society states the first settement of the Province of South Cano-
lnd in 1670 was Ingh, English, Barbadian and Bermudan,
'Brien Esis 110 soldiers with Irish names from the Colony of

Massachuselts in “King Philip's War” from 1675 1o 1678 Hotlen
ligts B4 paopig with Irish names that left Barbadoes in 1678 for
Virginia and tha Carolinas, the anly year Hotten reconded offi-
cial Barbadoes departures, Thers was vigorous and continu-
ing trade betesan Mainkand America and the West Indies. These
ships provided means for the constant stream of people depart-
ing the West Indies, officially and unofficially. for mainland
colomies and & betier life. In addibon, there was always congider-
abde movement of colonists between colomes bul especially o
the frontiars.

O'Brien telis us that the Archives of Mew Jersey show that in
1883 two colonies from Tipperary and Walertard, Ireland sattiad
in Gloucaster and Burlington Counties. (FBrien recies from
Maryland Land Office records that ail land that is now Cecil
County and part of Harford County was prociaimed “County of
Mew iretand” in 1682 by Lond Baltimone because it was inhabit-
e almost wholly by Irish famdies. MeCormac said Irish Cathol-
ics became 5o numenaus in Maryland that became
alarmed and imposed & duty in 1698, bu! the duty had no effect.
Smith reporied Mandand's Governor's estimate in C.5.F. Colonial
reconds: B- T hundred sarvants “chigfly Insh” were imporied
during 1698. Bruce said batches of wnlortunate Irish were im-
poried o Virginia in the 17th century for political offenses. Bruce
also stated that the frequency of importation of political prisonars
represented “the most useful elemeants in their country, it was
na crime for inshmen lo defend thelr $oil against the tyrannical
intrusion of Cromwell” and his successors

Irish Settlers In The Records

Many sourcas afiord proof of aarly Irish seftlement in the
Amarica Colonies. Chief among them are fown and country
records, church, court and land books, shipping statistics and
rolls of military establishments. No one can deny the authentic-
ity ol Mhmu They furnish solid groundwork for the con-
terition fhat 1HsH [Caltic) not only wena among eany settfers but
ware here in massive numbers especially frorm 16501700

Conclusion

The majority of white immigrants to Mainland America, mostly
of ancigni Irish origin and of the laboring class, were ransport-
ed aspecially to MmEnmn:landswlmcnbnm through-
out the T7Th century. Altfough aimost exciusively Cathalic in
Irefand, most became Protestant in Amenica. After senving their
terms of 3efvitude they became freemen and many became
landowners, businessmen and held positions of authority as the
abundance of Irish names in all colonies records clearly demon-
strate. Due to name changes, many of thesr descendants are
unaware they are Insh. The majorty of 17th century Irish
colonists having survived slaveryservilude exercised the
characteristically Irsh virtua of prolificacy well known through-
cad America and formed a huge percentage of total Mainland
Colonies population estimated by several sources at 250 thou-
sand in 100

Survivora of 150-200 thousand fransporied rish Catholics
formed over one-half of white immigrants 1o Mainkend Amarica
and the West indies. in the 17th century.

Two of the men refused to plead on the grounds that
thee indictmaent did mat inclede the Guilford » or which
innocent people have Deen convicted” instead of following
nofmal IRA procedures and refuse 1o recognize a British court,

Under cross-examinaton by the defense Dr. Higgs, a police
forensic expert, admifted thal the Guilford attack fitted a "con-
sistant pattern” with the other bombings.

The head of tha
Bomb Squad, Commander Jirm Newvill, was asked at the trial why
Guitford had been omitied from the ¢ against the |AA
A5l He sasf thal the Direcior of Public Prosecutions had
advisad hirn o tell Higgs to amit it from his evidence

All of this clearly had an effect on the jury whose verdict had
been considered a formality — since the IRA had been caught
ried-handed. In fact, the jury was out sight hours and upon their
refurn procesded 0 lind the defendants not gudlty on no less
than 26 counts out of the 100 with which they had been charged.

Those convicted of the Guilord bombing applied for a retrial
on the grounds thal new avidence — the confessions of the
Balcombe 3t IRA men — now existed. A British Court of Appeal
WIS St U withaU® & firy 1o ccnsidar the new avidence. The
IRA man were able to give detailed svdence. Despite rigarous
quastioning the men's slones were solid. So the prosscution
adaphted iU's case 1o say that the Balcombe 51, men had acted
logether with the four already convicted.

Mo evidance was produced to show that either group had met
each othar, and tha ion fell back on i's strongest
evidence, a letter lound in one of the “safe houses™ used by the
Balcombe 31 [RA men. This referred 1o “two Bsliast boys™
without naming them. Bul the courl was told, without any sup-
parting evidence, that it rederred 1o Hill and Conlon.

in a surprising and dramatic ruling, however, the three appeal
court judges upheld the orginal comvetion, and the sentances
